Pius V Chapel in Birmingham next Sunday. Also, there will be NO Catechism class next Sunday.

Next Thursday, December 8, 2005, is the Feast of the Immaculate Conception and is a Holyday of Obligation,
with Masses in the Abbey Church at 6:00 AM, 8:00 AM, and 7:00 PM.
